ARTSPACE 506 Opens in North
Myrtle Beach, SC, Featuring
works by Maura Kenny

Artspace 506 in North Myrtle Beach,
SC, is pleased to present this inaugural
exhibition featuring paintings by Maura
Kenny, on view through Nov. 16,2014.

The exhibition presents two distinct
bodies of work by the artist. The first floor
gallery is devoted to large scale mixed
media works on paper that deal with is-
sues of memory, identity, birth, death and
social injustice. These haunting works are
painted, stitched together and incorporate
figurative imagery and abstract, some-
times geometric, forms.

The paintings are layered, textured,
appliquéd, sometimes embroidered and
adorned with crystals, pearls and gold and
silver threads. The result is a body of work
that is dazzling, sometimes disturbing, and
intricately crafted.

The second floor gallery contains small
drawings and studies from some of the
artist’s sketchbooks and a selection of
paintings from Kenny’s recent project ex-
ploring subjects she encountered at Hob-
caw Barony, in Georgetown, SC. Hobcaw
Barony is a wildlife refuge and living
laboratory for the University of South
