Spartanburg

Throughout downtown Spartanburg's 
Cultural District, Ongoing - The Creative 
Crosswalk Project is a public art initiative in 
which local artists and designers design and 
paint a series of crosswalk murals, transforming 
the crosswalks into works of art, on Main Street 
in Spartanburg, SC. The downtown cultural dis-
trict area is often bustling with events and pe-
destrians, and the pedestrians rely heavily on 
a multitude of crosswalks to safely traverse the 
downtown Spartanburg area. The problem is 
that crosswalks are incredibly easy to overlook, 
they are rarely visually appealing, and they can 
even be quite dangerous. In an effort to remedy 
these issues, Chapman Cultural Center, the 
City of Spartanburg, and the Spartanburg Area 
Chamber of Commerce came together to orga-
nize the Creative Crosswalk Project. For more 
info visit (https://www.chapmanculturalcenter.

In all, 37 Collective members will 
have their work in the Market. Prices will range 
from items under $5 to more than $1,000.
