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He also taught at Hunter College in New
York from 1971-1974. Kotani has exhibited
his paintings locally and internationally, and
his works figure in private and public col-
lections in Japan, Canada, Algeria, and the
United States. He has exhibited at venues
such as the Weatherspoon Art Museum,
Ginza Inoue Gallery, Sechrest Gallery, and
the Otsu City Museum of History to name
afew.

Originally from Puerto Rico, Jean-
nine Marchand received her BA from St.
Joseph’s University and her MFA from
Cranbrook Academy of Art. She was a resi-
dent artist at Anderson Ranch Arts Center
in Snowmass, CO, and a Core Fellow at
Penland School of Crafts in North Carolina
and maintains her studio in Spruce Pines,
NC. In 2009 she received a Cultural Envoy
Grant from the US Department of State to
teach, lecture, and jury the National Ceram-
ics and Sculpture Biennial in Tegucigalpa,
Honduras. Her work has been exhibited
nationwide and can be found in public
and private art collections internationally,
including the Museo de Arte Contempora-
neo de Puerto Rico, Fuller Craft Museum in
Brockton, MA and the Maxine and Stuart

For 20 years Jan-Ru Wan has been re-us-
ing found objects, especially those that have
been discarded from industrial factories, in
her fiber-based sculpture/installation work
thereby re-inventing their purpose.

Work by Selena Beaudry & Sarah Helser

GreenHill in Greensboro, NC, and
Hidell Brooks Gallery (Charlotte, NC) are
pleased to present new work by Selena
Beaudry and Sarah Helser.

Beaudry begins
many of her pieces by cutting up drawings
and rearranging them into new composi-
tions. “Cutting up my work led to a redis-
covery of my visual language. It brought
up questions in my studio practice. What
is a mark and what can I do with it? How
can I push these marks in new and differ-
ent directions?”

Beaudry talks about her work with
synesthetic language: her collages scream,
babble, and screech. “The collages (cut-
out) are more lyrical. They string together
and flutter and dance across the page.
Some are tougher, zigging and zagging
across the page bumping and bouncing
into one another. The paintings begin by
tracing parts of the collages (cutout), al-
lowing me to indulge in my love of paint.
They combine the dance with the babbles
and the screams.”

Beaudry lives and works in London.
She received her MFA from the Tyler
School of Art, Philadelphia, PA, in 2001.
Since then, she has shown her work
nationally in places such as Schulman
Projects, Baltimore, MD; Leclerc Contem-
porary, Norwalk, CT; and North Carolina
Museum of Art, Raleigh, NC. She has
also completed a residency at the Vermont
Studio Center in Johnston, VT. She’s been
involved in the arts of North Carolina for
many years, and has guest curated exhibi-
tions at both the Mint Museum, Charlotte,
NC; and Hart Witzen, Charlotte, NC.

Sarah Helser’s work is meant to ex-
press the beauty of the world around her,
weaving together both realistic and ab-
stract forms. “Each time I create a paint-
ing it is in the hope to reshape the familiar
into something numinous and magical,”
she explains. Helser paints weightless
