As we 
search for this existence, we encounter the 
barriers of our temporal flesh and natural 
tendencies to alleviate realities in perverse 
behaviors. We, as artists, intend to translate 
these ideologies to viewers in a way that is 
relatable, but not necessarily comforting.  
Allowing the viewer to concoct an indi-
vidual conclusion is where beauty begins 
incubation. Exhibiting artists include Libby 
Davis, Jessie Helmrich, David Lamm, and 
Lexi Mathis.
