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generosity, quintessential Britishness, dry 
wit and aphorisms were appreciated.
      Until a few weeks before his death, 
Tyzack continued to play jazz with his 
Dixieland band Authenticity. On trips to 
England he would jam with his guitarist 
son Ben, who has a recording group, the 
Spikedrivers.

There has to 
be more that you derive from an image than 
just documentation of being in a certain 
place or time. If the image provokes thought 
or questions or stirs desire; there is where I 
find success of my art.”
