Editorial
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Summer Has Arrived

     How can you tell? Well if the heat 
didn’t give you a clue, Carolina Arts has 
gone from 80 pages in May to 60 pages 
in June. Some of this shrinkage is due to 
the fact that many colleges, universities, 
and arts groups tend to take the Summer 
months off. Many other institutions plan 
exhibits to last all Summer long. So those 
we reported on in May won’t offer some-
thing new until August or September. And, 
many folks get a case of the Summertime 
blues and just forget to send us their info 
in time for our deadline - if they even 
made it that far. I have to admit that being 
stuck to my computer while others are out 
doing things is no picnic. 
     So be assured that there is much more 
going on in the Carolina visual art com-
munity than what you will be reading 
about in this issue. And, our 60 pages 
offers plenty to do and see.    

ArtFields

     Well, the folks who head up ArtFields 
in Lake City, SC, have gone silent again 
after their event ends. I know an effort like 
that can wear a person out, but it’s now 
been a month and they’ve said nothing 
about how their second effort went. They 
announced the winners and then just went 
silent. I don’t get it.
     They have put out a few slick videos 
about the event, but other than that, very 
little chatter on their social networks and 
few media outlets have mentioned the 
event.
     As soon as the event finished was the 
time to take advantage of the opportunity 
to tell people what they missed, give art-
ists a reason to enter again or for the first 
time.

     Now, other Summer art events are tak-
ing the headlines, like the Spoleto and Pic-
colo Spoleto Festivals in Charleston, SC.
     Well, I guess we’ll eventually hear how 
the event went. I just hope they aren’t get-
ting hung up with the numbers. 
     I knew another art event that got all 
wrapped up in numbers. When the Spoleto 
Festival USA was searching for money 
from the SC Legislature, they put out a re-
port that said they were attracting 100,000 
people to Charleston and South Carolina, 
making a huge economic impact. Soon the 
media picked up on those figures, as they 
tend to do. Whenever the name Spoleto 
Festival was mentioned the 100,000 num-
ber would follow. But it didn’t make sense.
     So one day, being the doubting Thomas 
I am, I called the Spoleto Box Office and 
asked how many tickets they sell on aver-
age and they told me a top end would be 
60,000 - a bit short of the 100,000 mark. 
Spoleto doesn’t offer any free events and 
figuring that many locals go to Spoleto 
events, the fact that few people only see 
one event, and hotels never seemed to be 
full, I came up with a generous figure that 
Spoleto, at best, could only be attracting 
30,000 outsiders to Charleston. And to 
this day, I figure most of those folks come 
from the region - Charlotte, Atlanta, and 
other parts of South Carolina. 
     Today’s updated phrase is that 60,000 
- 70,000 attend Spoleto, which is more 
reflective of their ticket sales. Does it 
really matter that those other 40,000 
never showed up. No! And I don’t think 
Charleston could handle them if they did. 
     There was a time when Spoleto offered 
free outdoor visual art events, but those 
days are long past. With a free event it is 
very hard to tell who came for the specific 
event and how many people just happened 

to be passing by. But people in Charleston 
would know if there were 100,000 extra 
people on the streets, as it would shut the 
city down. 
     Spoleto starts every year along with the 
Memorial Day weekend for a good reason 
- Charleston will be packed that weekend. 
Are all the people there for Spoleto? No, 
but it looks good to anyone who is there
for Spoleto - especially those folks 
from whom they receive funding. They 
wouldn’t think of starting a week earlier 
or a week later.
    So in regards to the folks in Lake City 
- don’t get all wrapped up in the numbers 
that become more important than your 
overall goal of bringing more people into 
Lake City. If the organizers are happy 
with the results (in just two years) and 
the merchants are happy with the results - 
what does it matter to anyone else? 
     If you’re looking for outside funding, 
then you are competing in a world that 
is used to over-bloating the numbers and 
the folks reading them don’t believe them 
anymore - so why not just let them be 
what they are. Whatever they are - they 
are most likely better than before nothing 
was being done.
     But, you need to push ArtFields all 
year long.  

Single Page vs. Side by Side Pages

     Last month Linda, the technical side 
of Carolina Arts, offered the May issue in 
a side by side format. We quickly heard 
from some folks that they liked the old 
single page format better. So we posted a 
link on our website for that version of the 
paper. Starting this month we will offer 
you the choice of both formats.
      There are still a few folks out there 
who keep asking us where they can pick 
up a printed version of the paper, which 
isn’t going to happen any time soon - un-
less I win the lottery and in order to do 
that they say I have to buy a ticket. That 
doesn’t sound like a good deal to me. 
     Some of these folks are convinced 
that they just got a printed version a few 
months ago - they just can’t remember continued above on next column to the right

where. The fact that we’re into our fourth 
year of not printing the paper makes me 
wonder how regularly these folks read 
our printed version. No problem - time is 
on our side. Eventually these folks will 
learn how to deal with online publishing 
or just have to give up a lot, and soon 
young folks will be asking us - “You used 
to print the paper - why? Who does that 
anymore?”
     Some folks would like us to just go 
totally virtual - publishing every day. With 
just the two of us that’s not possible either. 
As is, I spend a lot of my time, almost  
every day, posting info at Carolina Arts 
News, where we offer late breaking news, 
news that’s late, and news we think you 
need to know at 
(http://carolinaartsnews.wordpress.com/). 
Here you’ll find news about fundraisers, 
calls for entries, calls for submissions, 
staff changes to organizations, results of 
juried shows, news about artists, news 
about galleries, and news about art institu-
tions. It’s amazing how much stuff flows 
to us that has nothing to do about visual 
art exhibitions.
     And then there is Facebook and 
Twitter. To me, Twitter is just a place to 
retweet other people’s info and Facebook 
- don’t get me started. Let’s just say I have 
a tolerant - hate relationship with Facebook.
     Don’t get me wrong - I find Facebook 
useful, but at the same time totally a pain the 
rear and constantly in flux. People on Face-
book are being used without any input on 
how it operates. It’s free so what can we say? 

Just Keep Marching On

     Next month we will enter our 28th year 
of bringing folks info about the visual 
arts. It’s been a ride of ups and downs, but 
a good ride and never a boring ride. What 
have we learned in the last 27 years? You 
don’t want to know. We prefer for folks 
to hold on to their illusions about the arts. 
I can tell you this. Most artists produce a 
product that is for sale. They hope people 
will want to buy what they produce. Some 
sell their work individually and some sell 
in retail outlets. The arts are an industry.

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     The Coastal Discovery Museum at Hon-
ey Horn on Hilton Head Island, SC, will 
present Heart of the Lowcountry, featuring 
works by Amiri Geuka Farris, on view in 
the Hilton Head Regional Healthcare Gal-
lery, from June 21 through Aug. 11, 2014. 
A reception will be held on June 26, from 
5-7pm. Two paint parties with the artists 
will be offered on July 2 from 10am-noon 
and July 19, from 10am-noon.
     The exhibition illustrates and exempli-
fies the historic lifestyles and experiences 
of the Sea Islands and the Gullah/Geechee 
American experience in the Lowcountry. 
Farris will transform the Discovery House 
of the Coastal Discovery Museum at Honey 
Horn into a fabulous artistic vision of color 
and design, blurring boundaries between 
traditional and contemporary modes of 
representation. Vibrant layers of paint and 
installations transform the Gallery. The bold 
use of color, along with designs, patterns 
and Adinkra symbols, let you know the 
painting is an original work by Farris.
     Farris transforms his personal visions 
into public displays in a flurry of brush 
strokes, and is carving his own niche among 
the noteworthy artists of the 21st century. 
He attend Savannah College of Art and 
Design, earning a Bachelor’s degree in 
Illustration and a Master of Fine Arts in 
painting. His formal education solidified his 
undeniable natural gift. When asked about 
his inspiration Farris explains, “I like to see 
artwork that will take one medium and use 
it to do something else. Artwork that is bold, 
expressive and completely different.”
     Farris applies this philosophy to his 
own art, combining unique designs and 
bold colors. Also apparent is an affinity for 
shadow effects and an interest in abstrac-
tion, while making sure he doesn’t stray too 
far from realistic elements. Farris is a firm 
believer that art should be fun. Like most 
artists, he is motivated by the organic need 
to express himself creatively, proving the 
mantra that success is “1 percent inspiration 
and 99 percent perspiration”, Farris follows 
up an inspired idea with the tedious process 
of transforming his mental musing into a 
sketch. The sketch then becomes a finished 
drawing and, finally, a painting -  then 
comes the “fun part.” 
     Filling in the designs allows the artist to 
expound upon his original ideas, engag-
ing in a beatific barrage of impromptu 
inclusions. Farris’ use of layers requires 
an extensive time commitment, but the 

results are phenomenal. Despite the long 
hours devoted to his creations, this consum-
mate perfectionist has yet to complete a 
piece with which he is totally satisfied. His 
meticulous eye focuses not only on the stun-
ning creation but on the details that could be 
added to make it better. His ever-increasing 
fan base speaks to the appeal of his work. 
Original pieces consistently sell for $1,000 
to $20,000.
      Farris’ thriving career and loyal fol-
lowing have created a high demand for his 
work. He has a steady influx of art show 
invitations, was the recipient of the pres-
tigious “Emerging Artist Award” from the 
historic Penn Center and received a preser-
vation co-award from the National Trust for 
Historic Preservation, and his work is also 
exhibited internationally. In the meantime, 
he will continue to produce paintings that 
he hopes change common views about the 
modern world. His views parallel those of 
his inspirational role models which include 
Romare Bearden, Yinka Shonibare and 
Keith Haring. “Yes, they were artists, yet 
they were also involved in their commu-
nities and very politically active.” Farris 
notes. “They created art to change people’s 
views about the world. I want to do the 
same thing.”

    The Bender Gallery in Asheville, NC, 
will present Primordial Forms, a solo 
exhibition of contemporary cast glass 
sculpture by distinguished artist Chad 
Holliday, on view from June 6 through 
July 31, 2014. A reception will be held on 
June 6, from 5-8pm. 
     Holliday says, “The foundation for 
my work lies within the understanding 
of primordial forms and their purpose 
throughout history. These are the forms 
that are repeated throughout history by 
different and separate cultures for a simi-
lar purpose.” He has linked this concept 
to the aesthetics of Czech glass (where 
he received much of his training) as well 
as merging in elements of Cubism and 
Constructivism. 
     In his work, Holliday employs “a 
repeating dialogue incorporating space 
and time, using visual elements that are 
inherent in solid cast glass”. Sculpture is 

by definition three dimensional. Holliday 
integrates the fourth dimension…time… 
in his work as well as adding a “fifth 
dimension”, using light to play upon the 
interior of the object.
    Holliday’s work is pure in form and 
color. Much of the imagery captured in the 
sculptures is derived from the architecture 
of gothic cathedrals found throughout 
Europe. These circles, arches, passages 
and buttresses form a schema that replays 
itself in different forms throughout the 
work. The artist’s use of a single bold 
color adds to the strength of each piece.  
     Pointed Arch Composing Green and 
Yellow depicts the composition of a 
pointed or ogival arch, one of the defining 
characteristics of Gothic architecture. The 
arch has been broken apart and segmented 
rendering it asymmetrical. A circular form 
at the top gives rise to the sculpture, much

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like the ascending sun. This large form 
imposed atop the arch defies expectation 
by bringing the weight, mass and volume 
upwards.
    Royal Gestural Passage embodies a 
new direction in Holliday’s work. The 
gestural line of the passage brings a bit 
of energy and capriciousness into what 
would be a typically passive shape. The 
playful line of the cobalt blue sculpture 
produces a sort of energy which appears 
to have been caught in motion.
     Holliday received a BFA from Emporia 
State University and an MFA in glass and 
metal fabrication from the Rochester In-
stitute of Technology. He was a Fulbright 
Fellow in 2007-2008, at the Secondary 
School of Glass - Kamenicky Senov (the 
oldest glass school in the world) and also 
spent time as the artist in residence at the 
Grand Crystal Museum in Taiwan. Hol-
liday is currently a distinguished professor 
of Fine Art at West Texas A&M Universi-
ty. His work is included in the collections 
of The Museum of Glass, Tacoma and The 
Museum of Applied Arts, Prague.
     The artist will be giving a talk and live 
demonstration on Saturday, June 7, from 
1-3pm. Although there is no fee for the 
demo, please call the gallery for details 
and reservations.

     The Southern Highland Craft Guild 
in Asheville, NC, is presenting Haywood 
Community College Graduate Show, on 
view in the Main Gallery of the Folk Art 
Center, through Sept. 14, 2014. 
     Graduates of Haywood’s Professional 
Crafts Program will showcase their talents 
in wood, clay, fiber, metal and jewelry. 
This exhibition continues the historical 
relationship between the Folk Art Center 
and Haywood, an Educational Center 
Member of the Southern Highland Craft 
Guild.
     Haywood Community College is lo-
cated in Clyde, NC, just west of Asheville. 
The college’s Professional Crafts Program 
began in recognition of the region’s strong 
craft heritage. It was envisioned that 
students would learn the basics of craft 
media and how to transform that craft into 
a business. The clay studio was the first 

to open in 1974. With the addition of jew-
elry, wood and fiber studios, a comprehen-
sive curriculum was in place by 1977.
     The program’s total enrollment is 
about 60 students; thus classes are small 
which allows for one-on-one student to 
teacher attention. Students come from the 
area, the nation and abroad. They may 
or may not have prior experience in their 
craft and many are pursuing crafts as a 
second or third career. The course of study 
is challenging, combining craft concentra-
tions with supplemental classes in design, 
drawing, craft history, business, market-
ing and photography. Students spend the 
majority of their time in the studio making 
their work. At the end of the two-year 
program, graduates are awarded either a 
diploma or an Associate of Applied Sci-
ence degree.

     The teaching of professional prac-
tices has set Haywood’s program apart. 
The college has worked closely with NC 
Real Enterprises (Rural Entrepreneurship 
through Action Learning) to develop a 
hands-on approach to the business and 
marketing of crafts. This practical training 
has proven far more successful than aca-
demic business classes in the development 
of entrepreneurial skills. 
     Haywood Community College and 
the Southern Highland Craft Guild share 
a history that documents the role of craft 
education in preserving traditional culture, 
creating economic opportunity and foster-
ing professional practice.

In an age of 
ever-increasing speed, the dinner table is 
the perfect place to savor, to spend time, to 
share food and vessels made with integrity 
and purpose. I sincerely hope that such 
sustenance allows us to develop a deeper 
relationship to making and to each other.”
      Pintz is an assistant professor at the 
University of Missouri, Columbia, MO, and 
recently participated in the Roswell Artist-
in-Residence Program in Roswell, NM. He 
will be teaching ceramics at Penland School 
in early June.

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     Skyuka Fine Art in Tryon, NC, is 
presenting Keith Spencer - Grounded in 
Color, on view through June 20, 2014.
     Spencer’s newest body of work im-
merses the viewer in an unexpected and 
refreshing experience of color. He has a 
bold brush stroke and when combined 
with his expressive color choices, it 
produces a veritable visual feast for the 
eyes. In his new show, intense local color 
as well as abstractions of those colors are 
abundant and they seem to calmly take 
you by the hand into their mesmerizing 
space. Spencer’s creative license is daring 
and gutsy with results that are full of life 
and energy. 
     “A big part of the creative process for 
me is continuing to grow and experiment. 
This latest body of work is very much in 
that vein. Using mainly local landscapes 
as inspiration and subject matter, many 
of these paintings are the result of asking 
myself “What if I try...”. The unifying 
concept in my work is an effort to present 
the viewer with a sense of the feeling of 
a place. Why does Tryon feel different 
than Saluda? They are both small moun-
tain towns, but I think most people would 
agree they feel different. Rather than 
rendering the details of the elements in a 
landscape, I try to reduce it to elemental 
shapes and colors. In that way the work 
becomes as much about the paint as the 

subject,” Spencer says.
     Spencer’s highly collected paintings 
can be found in galleries throughout the 
United States and Europe. He has been de-
scribed as “both an expressive painter and 
a true colorist” by William Kortlander, 
Professor of Art at Ohio State Univer-
sity.

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her and her brother. The two children were 
imprisoned in a succession of concentration 
camps, including Plaszow and Auschwitz. 
Miraculously, Lobel and her brother lived to 
witness the allied takeover of Ravensbruck. 
Red Cross workers transported the pair to 
Sweden. They reunited with their parents, 
and the family immigrated to the United 
States when Lobel was 16 years old. She 
has worked as an artist, a textile designer, 
and, since 1964, as a children’s picture book 
illustrator. She chose not to return to Poland 
or to the sites of her imprisonment, but she 
has visited her beloved Sweden. The artist 
focuses on the present and her interests 
in music, theater, languages, and art. She 
respects the long struggle that brought her 

to this life in America.

     Ciel Gallery, a fine art collective in Char-
lotte, NC, will present Time Collectors, the 
first in a series of member showings, featur-
ing the art of Emily T. Andress and Amy 
Hart, on view June 6 - 28, 2014. A reception 
will be held on June 6, from 6-9pm. 
     Majoring in fine art with concentrations 
in Painting and Printmaking, Emily Andress 
started her career as a printmaker. Although 
her style has changed dramatically after 
a return to oil painting, the subject matter 
is still portraiture. Andress’ portraits are 
not exact representations of the subject, 
but rather use facial expression and body 
language to convey personality. 
     Inspired by innovators of late 19th to 
early 20th century artists in Paris, Andress 
uses aggressive brushstrokes and a loose 
style, giving her portraits a timeless quality. 
Inspiration ranges from antique photos of 
family (her grandmother lived to be 109), 
antique flea market photos, and friends and 
family. The Time Collectors series includes 
paintings of people from the late 1800’s 
through the present, but identifiable person-
alities shine well beyond any represented 
era. “My goal is to create a recognizable 
style in portraiture, much as those long 
gone trailblazers did so beautifully,” says 
Andress.
     Amy Hart creates whimsical sculpture 
from found objects, with a heavy emphasis 
on well-used metal. As a child in upstate 
New York, Hart was influenced by her small 
agricultural town. It wasn’t uncommon for 
neighbors to have old plows in their front 
yards, or even a few cars that hadn’t run in 
twenty years. 
     “Rusted objects were as much a part of 
the landscape as the trees and sky,” says 
Hart. Now she haunts junkyards to find 
these icons of rural life and transforms them 
into whimsical ornaments that range from 

12” to more than six feet. Flowers and birds 
are favorite subjects, but serrated alligators, 
elephants with watering-can trunks, and a 
common house fly created from mustard-
tinted engine parts with metal-strap wings 
and spoons for google eyes also make their 
way into her collection. 
     “I’m drawn to the theme Time Collectors, 
because the found objects I select for art are 
truly timeless in their function and form,” 
says Hart. “Even if you work in an office 
tower, everyone recognizes a pitchfork used 
as a bird’s tail. These left-behind objects 
help us connect the past and present to make 
the obsolete useful again, and bring a bit of 
groundedness to fast-paced lives.”

     The Artists’ Guild of Spartanburg in

     Francis Marion University in Florence, 
SC, Primitive Arts in the Modern World, 
featuring works by Gregory S. Pryor, on 
view in the Hyman Fine Arts Center Gal-
lery, through Aug. 21, 2014. 
     “There is great wisdom in the native 
American proverb, ‘A man must make his 
own arrows.’ Beyond the metaphorical, 
making arrows in the modern world con-
nects us to the primitive world of our ances-
tors,” says Pryor. “Working in a variety of 
media, I strive to use natural resources to 
create arrowheads, knives, and spearheads 
from flint, obsidian, glass, and porcelain. 
I manufacture and shoot arrows and atlatl 
darts made from these arrowheads and 
locally-sourced river cane, pine pitch glue, 
wild turkey feathers, and deer sinew. I grow, 
cure, and process gourds into a variety of 
containers, and make cordage, tools, bags, 
clothing, and jewelry from wild plant fibers, 
bone, clay, stone, sinew, rawhide, and brain-
tanned hides.”
     Pryor is an Associate Professor of Biol-
ogy at Francis Marion University with a 
doctorate in Zoology. He is a traditional art-
ist (working in a variety of media), carpen-
ter, construction worker, cook, and amateur 

musician, and he practices primitive arts 
such as bow-and-drill firemaking and 
survival crafts. He likes to live off the land 
as much as possible and is a self-proclaimed 
“nature freak.”
     “Dr. Pryor double majored as an under-
graduate in zoology and art. The acrylic 
paintings in this exhibit reflect his keen 
observations of nature, primarily of birds,” 
says, FMU exhibit curator, Walter Sal-
lenger. “His paintings show acute insight 
into how animals interact with the artifacts 
of humans that they are surrounded with, as 
in a painting of a Shrike using a barbed wire 
fence, or of a toad in an intricate organic 
landscape containing jarring bits of litter.”
     “Pryor’s primitive crafts give us insight

into the interaction of early humans with the 
natural world in carving useful materials out 
of nature before the introduction of metal,” 
continues Sallenger, adding.

Pryor’s re-
creation of ancient techniques recapitulates 
the dawn of the creative arts as he adds his 
own touches by choosing new materials and 
adding decorative elements.”

     The Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B. 
Chapin Art Museum in Myrtle Beach, SC, 
will present Claire Farrell: A is for Art, on 
view from June 3 through Sept. 14, 2014. 
An opening reception, $15 for Museum 
members and $20 for non-members, will be 
held from 5:30-7:30pm on June 3.
     Learning one’s ABCs takes on a whole 
new meaning when this Columbia, SC, art-
ist turns the familiar symbols into an array 
of whimsical images.
     A is for Art is a collection of 26 mixed 
media monotypes, one for each letter in the 
alphabet. A monotype is created by drawing 
or painting on a blank plate and transfer-
ring the image to paper using an etching 
press; only a single print of each image is 
made. In creating A is for Art, a variety of 
other techniques were used including chine 
collé (printing on a delicate surface such as 
Japanese paper or linen, which is bonded to 
a heavier material), collage, digital images, 
drawing and etching, hence the term “mixed 
media” monotypes.
     The images portray a wide range of 
subjects traveling the gamut of the arts and 
culture, from B is for Beethoven to H is for 

Hemingway; from C is for Clarinet to D is 
for Dance; from W is for Wine to Z is for 
Zoo.

     Farrell, a native of Charleston, SC, is a 
graduate of Duke University. She also holds 
two master’s degrees from the University 
of South Carolina, one in studio art. She 
has worked in watercolors and oils as well 
as printmaking; many of her works are 
landscapes. While studying in Italy in 2002, 
Farrell was introduced to Solarplate etching, 
a method using opaque paint or ink to create 
an image on transparent acetate, mylar, Xe-
rox or a glass surface. This “transparency” 
is used as a contact, either positive or nega-
tive, for either intaglio or relief printing. By 
converting a drawing or painting to a digital 
image, Farrell creates what she calls photo 
etchings that she then incorporates into her 
monotypes.
     “I find that the challenge of doing some-
thing new, coupled with efforts at experi-
mentation, are giving me a new attitude 
about art and a new pleasure in creating it,” 
Farrell writes in her artist’s statement. 
     Works in the A is for Art series were all 
created within the last few years.
     Farrell’s works have received “best in 
show” awards in competitions including the 
San Diego Watercolor Society Exhibit, the 
Friends of the Coast (Charleston), the Wac-
camaw Arts & Crafts Guild Juried Exhibi-
tion, and the University of South Carolina 
Alumni Art Competition. Her work is 
included in corporate and private collec-
tions nationwide.

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film and on Earth.” To most Americans, 
Adams is an icon who embodies the best 
of nature photography and of the Ameri-
can West, particularly Yosemite National 
Park. Adams is widely recognized for his 
superb aesthetic sensitivity and technical 
skills and played a central role in the ac-
ceptance of photography as fine art.
     A touring exhibition from the Lakev-
iew Museum of Arts & Sciences of Peoria, 
IL, in affiliation with the Smithsonian 
Institution, Classic Images includes 72 
images, all black and white, that Adams 
personally printed for his daughter.

mere records of a place.
     Adams’ popularity is reflected in the 
fact that his images have appeared on 
objects from calendars to greeting cards, 
even T-shirts - and his photograph The 
Tetons and the Snake River was one of 
115 images aboard the Voyager spacecraft 
launched in 1977. (A 2004 exhibition at 
the Art Museum, Ansel Adams: Master-
works, was the Museum’s most popular 
exhibit ever.)
     Remarkably, Adams’ career began as 
something of a fluke, with a trip with his 
family to Yosemite National Park in 1916 
and the gift of a camera from his father. 
He marveled at the quality of light that he 
found and became focused on capturing it 
in his photographs. His first pictures were 
published in 1921, and he continued to 
produce breathtaking photographs for 60 
years.
     Adams’ portrait of Jimmy Carter was 
the first photographic work to become 
an official presidential portrait. Presi-
dent Carter returned the compliment by 
presenting Adams with the Presidential 
Medal of Freedom in 1980.
     Adams once said, “There are always 
two people in every picture: the photogra-
pher and the viewer.” We are certain that 
the works contained in Classic Images 
will have a profound effect on all those 
who view this exhibition.

     The 15 sections of the exhibition 
encompass Adams’ work throughout this 
country, from 1921 through 1968. His 
devotion to the American wilderness is 
evident in his photographs of several 
National Parks, and especially images of 
his beloved Yosemite. In fact, as part of a 
Guggenheim Fellowship in 1946, Adams 
photographed every National Park in the 
United States. His magnificent photo-
graphs of the American wilderness are 
recognized and admired the world over.
     Adams was quoted as saying, “A good 
photograph is knowing where to stand. A 
great photograph is one that fully express-
es what one feels, in the deepest sense, 
about what is being photographed.” With 
each photograph in Classic Images, Ad-
ams reveals his own emotional response 
to the subject, making them far more than

     Hillsborough Gallery of Arts in Hillsbor-
ough, NC, will present Intersections, featur-
ing works in paint, wax and clay, by Chris 
Graebner, Jude Lobe and Garry Childs, on 
view from June 23 through July 20, 2014.

The paintings in this show 
are from a number of trips and many dif-
ferent places: Spain in 2011, Hong Kong in 
2013, Wisconsin in 2011, Bois Blanc Island 
in 2012, Louisiana in 2009 and of course 
Hillsborough.

It could be 
the life of a natural area, or architectural 
structure as well.”
     For Garry Childs, who has been a potter 
for more than 40 years, Intersections has a 
more technical connotation. “In my think-
ing Intersections is about the intersection 
of form and surface, always a complicated 
issue for a potter. All of my work is made on 
the potters wheel. Form or shape that grows 
and expands from within is the essence of 
all of my pieces. Glazes and carving are 
used to emphasize the shapes and bring 
color and texture to the surface.” Childs’ 
designs are inspired from ancient South 
American, African and Mediterranean pot-
tery and are of terra-cotta. He would like his 
pots to be used and enjoyed on a daily basis.
      Founded in 2006, the Hillsborough 
Gallery of Arts (HGA) is owned and oper-
ated by 22 local artists. HGA represents 
established artists, accomplished in their 
fields, exhibiting modern and contemporary 
fine art and fine craft. Represented media 
include painting, sculpture, ceramics, 
photography, fiber, jewelry, glass, metal, 
mosaics, enamel and wood.

     For Jude Lobe, whose work for this show 
uses cold wax and oil, Intersections is the 
coming together of ideas. Says Lobe, “as a 
child, I loved to put together puzzles. It was 
fascinating to see how different elements fit 
together and changed the look of the indi-
vidual piece that was now part of a whole. 
In school I discovered that this idea of inter-
connectedness had a name - ecology.”
     “The cold wax & oil medium I use 
lends itself to expressing this idea of 
inter-connectedness, or intersections, as 
well as evolution,” says Lobe. “It affords 
the opportunity to show a history of the 
painting. I build up layers of texture and 
color obscuring what’s beneath. At the same 
time, I remove parts of layers by scratching, 
scraping, applying solvents and so on. This 
reveals parts of past layers. The artwork

sage  and migration both in representational 
and metaphoric terms.
     Alicia Armstrong offers oil on panel 
paintings; Molly Clift-Hilts offers encaustic 
paintings; and Tinka Jordy offers figurative 
ceramic sculpture.
     These artists have each found their 
unique way to use familiar forms. Often ele-
ments in these works have little to do with 
those specific figures and more to do with 
larger ideas. It’s a different figure we see in 
this exhibition. The works are partly figura-
tive and partly abstract, but each of them 
speak with a contemporary voice. They are 
influenced by the representational, abstract 
and conceptual ideas that each artist brings 
with their unique perspective and personal 
vision.
     From serene and sublime to quirky and 
surprising, each artist offers their own 
unique style for your discovery. Much of 
this layered and nuanced work is narrative, 
sometimes not immediately recognizable 
but somehow familiar and as such deeper 
and more rewarding.
     Three artists in three mediums created a 
body of work around ‘The Figure’. There 
are numerous overlapping themes found in 
this exhibition. One particularly interesting 
observation is that each artist in their own 
studio included a common theme which is 
birds with their figures. Themes of letting 
go, possible capture and flight are all repre-
sented. This is the collective unconscious at 

work.
     Our most uplifting dreams are of flight. 
The search for the wings that will set us free 
is as old as humanity itself. Perhaps birds 
represent our wish to fly away from all that 
holds us back. The soul that uses its wings 
can always find a sure means of escape from 
all that can hurt or trouble us both physi-
cally and emotionally.

     During this hiatus his focus inherently 
came back to painting and the important 
themes in his life, then on March 21st, 2011 
he had an epiphany. He rolled out of bed 
and wrote down an idea and plan of action 
on how to achieve an “honest” form of 
painting. McClendon’s work now focuses 
on the beauty of impulsive action when 
creating. By filtering out the peripheral bag-
gage and just acting within the parameters 
of the painting, he achieves a visual stream 
of consciousness. His method has been 
described as, “somewhere between lost 
and found” — the exploration of defining 
oneself in a chaotic and otherwise unpre-
dictable world.
      McClendon’s solo exhibitions have been 
featured at the Center for Visual Artists, 
(CVA Gallery) in Greensboro, NC, The Lift 
Studios in Asheville, NC, Michael Mitchell 

Gallery in Charleston, SC, and DeVries 
Gallery in Kalamazoo, MI.
