So here I am giving my opinion about
ArtFields 2018, which I did not go see
in person. I have never had a problem
with the art seen at the various ArtFields’
events, with a few exceptions, but that’s
not where my grip with the event lies. I'll
consider returning to ArtFields after the
organizers answers some questions about
the voting process - where there were ob-
vious problems - so much so that this year
they made a major change.

This comes right from their website:
“The $50,000 Top Prize winner used to be
selected by the jury from the top-50 vote
getters for the People’s Choice awards.
That has changed. For ArtFields 2018,
we have eliminated the link between
Top Prize and People’s Choice voting.

As was the case already for the $25,000
second-place Juried Prize, the top prize,
too, is now a straightforward jury award.
We’ve also renamed the two top awards as
‘Grand Prize’ and ‘Second Place.””

So the jurors are no longer bound to
select a work for the Grand Prize out of
the top 50 vote-getting works. Meaning to
heck with what the local people visiting
ArtFields think about art. We, the judges
and organizers will tell them what good
art looks like. And, if you want to see
what the locals like, just check out the
People’s Choice winners for the last six
years. I can tell you now the Grand Price
and Second Place winners won’t ever look
like what the public likes in the future -
until the next rehaul of the event.

From the start, organizers have never
wanted to talk about the voting process,
how many votes top prizes received or
why people registered to vote but then
never voted. The only info I got out of
one staff member was that a little over
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Tom Starland, Editor and Publisher
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5,000 registered the first year, but less
than 2,500 voted - and that was out of the
estimated 20,000 who they say attended
the first year’s event. That was the result
of a paid estimate. That staff member
who gave me that info was later fired for
embezzling $20,000 or so from ArtFields.
Maybe that person felt like - if they can
make up a number like 20,000 - socanI -
that $20,000 is mine not ArtFields.

There used to be people involved with
ArtFields who tried to be as open about
ArtFields as they were allowed. They saw
me as a friend to ArtFields, but they’re all
gone now - so called retired, fired, or just
let go. Probably because they talked too
much with me. Apparently Lake City and
ArtFields has secrets that no one should
know.

The 2015 ArtFields was the last one
I attended, and because of their lack of
communications or transparency I might
never see another one. I can look each
year at the Artist’s Gallery to see what
work is being shown, and there are always
a few works I wish I could see in person,
but for the most part ArtFields looks like
many other State Art Agency sponsored
shows, college & university Senior shows,
or any juried competition. Some artists
seem to be stuck in a rut showing pretty
much the same art, year after year, and
many artists don’t seem to catch on to the
fact that it’s probably going to take some-
thing more than they usually do to catch
the juror’s eyes.

This year, 55% of the artists came from
SC, which was 60% in 2017. NC had 64
artists participate, up ten (54) from 2017,
and GA had the third most artists with 51
this year and (47) in 2017. From the other
nine states in the competition - not so
much. But next year I think some of those

Now as far as I know, Roefs had no
hand in selecting ArtFields’ winners, but
he did help select the jurors who deter-
mined who got in the competition and the
jurors who selected the winner. The only
awards we know he had nothing to do
with for sure was the two People’s Choice
Awards. But then we know nothing about
that process as it is a top secret. It would
be nice to know how many votes it takes
to win these awards.

Also I’'m not implying that SC’s artists
are not worthy of all these awards, as stat-
ed before I have no problems with works
selected not being worthy of the award - I
have never seen that, but it seems that the
SC artists in the show by sheer numbers
seem to dominate the awards given.

And I have nothing against the works
selected, they’re all good and in full dis-
closure I promoted Kristi Ryba’s work in
our March issue because she’s our Queen
of the Carolina Arts Facebook page, She
won that title with a work that was in her
ArtFields’ installation which was on our
cover and got over 7,500 views. But I can
tell you this - I and Carolina Arts have no
connection or influence with this year’s
ArtFields jurors or any jurors - most likely
they won’t even know who or what Caro-
lina Arts is.

I know SC artists, I’ve been dealing
with them for over 30 years and I don’t
think they’re going to like the changes
made during this year’s ArtFields. Oh
there will be some who love the change
and think their odds of winning have gone
up. Many will wonder how good their
chances of winning are if they are not
represented by Wim Roefs or what their
chances of winning an award if he doesn’t
like their kind of art.

Artists who live in the other 11 states

are probably wondering what their odds
of winning are too. And, I think it’s a long
shot - still possible - anything is possible,
but the numbers say a lot. When 55 - 60%
of the competition’s artists are coming
from SC, the event takes place in SC, and
the majority of voters are from the Pee
Dee area of SC.

Every year staff members of ArtFields
make trips to recruit artists from other
states to enter the ArtFields’ competition,
but I don’t see much results from those
trips other than a lot of fun for those who
make them. It’s a nice perk for those staff
people, but the money it costs could be
more effective in recruiting more artists.

Plus, if you haven’t participated in this
event you should know it’s not inexpen-
sive to participate in ArtFields. For many
who enter juried shows all over the coun-
try it’s probably no big deal, but for others
entering installations which take several
days to put up and just as many to take
down - you may have hotel and transpor-
tation cost involved.

Let’s just look at Kristi Ryba’s entry
which she valued at $30,000. She took a
$5,000 hit on winning the Second Place
award of $25,000. Remember these top
four awards are purchase awards in that
ArtFields is taking ownership of these
works and all rights to them. Her installa-
tion consisted of nine paintings, a bunch
of furniture and related accessories. She
was lucky she was only coming from
Charleston to Lake City to present her
entry, what if she lived in Miami, FL, or
Richmond, VA? What would her transpor-
tation and hotel expenses be?

One of my early suggestions was
for Lake City to start an artist adoption
program where they matched locals with
artists coming from afar. If Lake City is
embracing this new art destination con-
cept, just think how wonderful it would
be to host an artist for the duration of the
event. Without something like that the
advantage will always be in favor of local
artists or artists who live near by.

In 2018 at least seven artists who lived
outside of SC received a $1,500 or $1,000
award for their efforts in entering this
event. That might have been a break even
point for many of them. The 378 other art-
ists who showed work at ArtFields got an
experience. I’'m sure they’d like to know
how many votes they got, if any. For some
artists that’s enough - just to be accepted
into the event, and to have some exposure
for their work, but to others a little more
seasoned - they make calculations about
chances of winning or the embarrassment
of not winning, cost involved in partici-
pating, and value of exposure to the Lake
City audience.

One of the other things that bothered
me this year is the uptick in boasting
about things that just are not true. Art-
Fields has always had a problem with
presenting themselves in an over bloated
manner, using words like Epic Event,
Life-Changing Awards, and Masterpieces,
which should come from others reviewing
the event - not the organizers.

They bragged in press reports that
ArtFields’ new TRAX Visual Art Center,
totalling 5,000 sq. ft. of exhibit space was
the largest art venue in SC. That’s a bold
lie, they couldn’t even out match the Flor-
ence County Museum in Florence, SC,
Just a few miles away.

Why do they feel the need to make
such false claims? Is it to attract entries
from places that won’t know that’s a false
statement?

I wish they could live up to the reality
that yes it’s great that a small town in SC
has decided to use the visual arts to help
revitalize their community, but it doesn’t
compare to the art communities that
already exist in SC in much larger cities
with much more to offer visitors.

In the first year ArtFields paid a
Columbia, SC, firm to come up with an
attendance figure which came right out
of a hat since this is not a ticketed event
- how did they come up with that figure?
They’re not the only folks to do that - for
a decade the Spoleto Festival USA said

it attracted 100,000 people to SC to get
funding from the state tourism depart-
ment. One year I called the box office to
see how many tickets they sold and they
said 60,000. Which would mean 40,000
were crashing the gates as everything at
Spoleto is a ticketed event. And when you
figure that no one who attends Spoleto
goes to just one event the figure gets lower
and then factor in how many people who
live in Charleston go to events the number
can get real small. But once the media has
that phrase down, they just keep repeating
it, until some wise guy like me challenges
them on it.

In a Florence Morning News article
Darla Moore Foundation President and
chief executive officer Marion Fowler
boasted in a speech to the Florence Rotary
Club that 30,000 people attended this
year’s event - a jump in 10,000 from pre-
vious years. Where did that number come
from other than a dream he had one night?
He also said that the Jones-Carter Gallery
in Lake City was Smithsonian-certified,
which is not true. I called the Smithsonian
organization and they knew of no classifi-
cation of “Smithsonian-certified”. The gal-
lery has been approved to show a couple
of exhibits that came from the Smithso-
nian, but they would have to go through a
much more rigorous process to become a
Smithsonian approved facility - much like
many larger art Museums.

As someone who has been covering the
visual art community in SC and later the
Carolinas for 30 years, I just can’t let stuff
like that go by with out questioning it and
standing up to whether it’s true or not. I
don’t expect newspaper reporters with a
few years experience and little knowledge
of the overall visual art community in SC
or even the region to know when someone
make statements like that to know they are
true or not, but I would hope that maybe
their eyes rolled a little when thinking that
Lake City would have larger facilities that
Florence would - especially in light of the
Florence County Museum opening just a
few years ago.

But apparently the Florence Morn-
ing News and its paper in Lake City have
decided to work for Darla Moore or a least

not go up against her money in reporting
facts about Lake City more than just print
what they are feed from ArtFields.

I myself am not happy about having
to deal with ArtFields in this way as this
commentary is giving them more cover-
age than any other publication, except
for the Florence Morning News. Maybe
not the coverage they would like, but in
the past I was one of the event’s biggest
cheerleaders, until they turned to the dark
side.

And, I’'m not telling artists who have
little opportunities to enter works in juried
shows in SC, not to enter ArtFields - that’s
a decision they need to make for them-
selves. I just want them to be informed
and counter statements made by ArtFields
that are not true to draw them in.

In the past our publication has stood
up against the SC Arts Commission, City
of Charleston Office of Cultural Affairs,
the Spoleto Festival USA, and critics of
people trying to tell the good people of
Barnwell, SC, that they didn’t have a right
to determine what could be shown in their
exhibit space. So, we’re used to speaking
truth to power. And paying the price.

And, it’s not just my concerns. I hear
complaints from many artists who do not
and can not stand up to the powers that be
about policies and unfair practices. They
know what will happen to their careers if
they do. They’ve seen it in the past and
the lesson has been learned. Go along to
get along. But, they know they can speak
to me and express their complaints and no
one will ever know who they are.

You wouldn’t believe how many times
people in power always say, “well this is
just you complaining, we don’t hear from
anyone else”. What a surprise. And when
I say that many more are not happy - they
always ask - “who?” As if I’'m going to
turn over a list so they can go after them.

The bottom line here is that ArtFields
continues to have problems of creditabil-
ity and even more after this last event. I
wish they would clean up their act for the
good of the overall SC visual art commu-
nity. They’d be better off if they did. But
knowing the people in charge in Lake City
- I’'m not holding my breath.

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13th Annual National Outdoor Sculpture
Competition and Exhibition has Been
Mounted at City of North Charleston,
SC’s Riverfront Park

Sculpture artists from across the na-
tion applied to the 13th Annual National
Outdoor Sculpture Competition and Exhibi-
tion, displayed at the picturesque North
Charleston Riverfront Park and presented as
a component of the 2018 North Charleston
Arts Fest. Organized annually by the City
of North Charleston Cultural Arts Depart-
ment, this unique, eleven month exhibition
offers established and emerging artists the
opportunity to display their thought provok-
ing, extraordinary sculptures, as well as
compete for up to $19,750 in honorariums
and awards.

Thirteen out of 94 submissions were pre-
juried into the exhibition by the juror, Lilly
Wei, New York-based independent curator,
writer, journalist, lecturer, and critic. Once
installed at the exhibition site, Wei then
made her selections for Best in Show, Out-
standing Merit, and Honorable Mentions.
After determining the award winners, she
offered the following juror’s statement:

“I would like to begin by congratulating all
the artists in this wonderful exhibition and
wishing you much success. It is never easy
to choose and even more difficult to select
just one ‘best in show’, and one ‘outstand-
ing merit’ but it is good that a few others can
be singled out also. I would further state the
obvious, that these endeavors are inevitably
subjective, influenced by the juror’s own
inclinations and criteria, conscious and
unconscious. I would add that these are

my readings of the works, not necessarily
those of the artists although that is what art
should do—evoke myriad responses from
its viewers.”

“That said, Joni Younkins-Herzog’s Vui-
da earned Best in Show. I very much liked
its playfulness and a subversive feminism
that quickly shifted into the feminist, as the
flower became a trumpet of sorts, a loud-
speaker, perhaps, that says that flowers, (and
women) should speak out, boldly broadcast-
ing messages that need to be heard. She
upends a traditional still life vanitas motif
about ephemerality into something more
political, activist, and of the moment.”

Greenville Technical College in Green-
ville, SC, is presenting Passing Time,
featuring photographs by Zane Logan and
Patrick Owens, on view in the RIVER-
WORKS Gallery, through July 1, 2018.

Passing time could be lazily sitting
on the porch, impatiently waiting for
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an appointment, surviving the ravages
of neglect, or quietly bonding with past
events or people, especially family.
Through their photographs, Logan and
Owens are patiently, quietly reconnect-
ing with their own pasts and with their
respective families. Both stop time in their
images and record particular moments in
continued above on next column to the right

their own lives and familial relationships.
Neither choose to capture holidays or
particular celebrations. Both use objects as
metaphors for the people and memories of
their childhood. Both have traveled home
to gather the bits of “Passing Time” into
autobiographical tales. The mythology

of “Passing Time” takes precedent over
historical accuracy.

Logan has recorded the weekends he
has spent with his mother in her home
over the past several years as her health
has deteriorated. He states, “My choice of
camera - a Polaroid Land Camera - wasn’t
coincidental. It is toy-like, and non-
confrontational.” Using an extinct camera
with discontinued film makes each of his
images precious as is his fleeting time
with his mother. His Polaroid images are
unique and are reminiscent of the painted
miniatures that provided intimate, portable
family memories for many years into the
nineteenth century.

Owens’ images, on the other hand,
record a particular region of Alabama
(Tuskegee) the origin of his parents and
their families. He traveled this area as a
child to visit his grandparents and other
family, their homes, graves, churches.
These road trips with his parents became
less and less frequent as family moved
away or passed on. According to Owens,

“To reconnect with this land and the com-
munity my family called home, I have
been making regular treks to photograph
Alabama over the last decade.” These
treks resulted in an ongoing series of
photographic images of store fronts, signs,
churches, cemeteries because “I find these
structures and the ‘stories they could tell’
curious.”

Both Logan and Owens hold AA
degrees in photography from Greenville
Technical College. Logan has also com-
pleted a BFA from Savannah College of
Art and Design and a MFA from Clem-
son University. He is currently Assistant
Professor of Photography at Greenville
Tech. Owens is currently enrolled in the
BFA program at Clemson and is Studio
Manager and Gallery Assistant at Green-
ville Tech.

Hampton III Gallery in Taylors, SC, just
minutes from downtown Greenville, will
present A Sense of Place, featuring paint-
ings by Luke Allsbrook, on view from June
7 through July 21, 2018. A reception will be
held on June 7, from 7-9pm and a Coffee
and Conversation from 11am-noon on June
16.

Allsbrook offered the following state-
ment, “As a human it’s my sad tendency to
think that the world is about “me.” But oc-
casionally, I have had the experience which
I’'m sure you’ve had, when a special person
or an extraordinary event breaks into the
narrow enclosure of the self, and life flows
in. I believe this is what happens when a
beautiful picture is created. Somehow, the
artist is given the gift of dis-interested love
for something outside him or herself, and
the necessary skill to capture and express
that thing with paint. But every artist is
tempted away from this self-forgetful en-
joyment, motivated by a desire to cultivate
a popular style, or flaunt a spectacular
proficiency.

“How do I get to that place of true in-
spiration? I can’t make it happen, any more
than I can make a great friendship happen,
and in both cases, my efforts to force the
result may be counter-productive,” adds
Allsbrook. “Inspiration is a thing that hap-
pens to me—it’s a gift. But what is my part?
A great painting certainly won’t materialize
unless I stretch the canvas, mix the palette,
and take a look around me. I must set the
table for the angelic guest. There is nothing
inspiring about this stage of the process.
My latest exhibition has been taken down.
My studio is empty. Perhaps there are bills
to be paid. Ahead of me are uncertainty and
discouragement, tedium and work.”

“Another Monday morning starts. I
load up the car and drive along back roads
and parks, sometimes stopping to ask
permission to look around. Most people
are helpful; one man frowns and shakes
his head. At these times, I’m reminded of
Tolkien’s The Hobbit. Thorin sends out
two younger dwarves in the mountains to
look for a place to shelter from a storm:
“There is nothing like looking, if you want
to find something. You certainly usually find
something, if you look, but it is not always
quite the something you were after.” The
place I eventually find to paint is usually
not what I planned on finding. Similar to the
very process of painting a picture, I have
to relinquish my demand on the outcome
and reject the voices that whisper to me
what I “ought” to be painting. Artwork may
involve incredible precision and care but
it does not respond well to over-control. E.
M. Forster said creating art is like trying to
catch a winged horse.”

Allsbrook continues, “T am looking
for a place that does something inside me,
something I know for sure when it hap-
pens. Finally, I pull onto a dirt road and dust
kicks up behind the car. Everything feels
old. There is a white clapboard farmhouse
with a screened-in porch. The shade of
the long porch, the shade of an elm tree,
and the shade of a sheltering vine have all
become one thing, part of the land. I round
a turn and my heart starts to thump. It’s like
reading the first few pages of a great book.
I get out of the car and start to walk. The
oak trees must be over a hundred and fifty
years old. They line the side of the road like
living columns. There is a breath of cool
air, and through the flitting leaves, like a
patchwork quilt, I see the crisp shapes of
the mountains. Everywhere I look I see a
painting. It’s like those paintings are already
finished. I just have to do the work. For the
next year, [ will come here and paint, hour
after hour, sweating in the sun or chilled by
biting wind. I will know this place so well
that it will become a part of me. I will see a
hawk kill a squirrel in one of the oak trees. I
will stand ankle deep in the river, straining
my eyes to see the patterns of color that let
my brain know that I am looking at clear

rippling water. There will be some dead
ends. ‘That didn’t work. Okay, try this. That
didn’t work. Okay, try this.””

“I want the beauty of the things I see to
drive the paintings forward. And that’s why
[ feel it’s a distraction from the real purpose
of painting to be concerned about my own
‘style’. Flannery O’Conner said that great
art should be based on observed facts ‘that
make actual the mystery of our position on
Earth’. The undulating lights on a sandy
river bottom can move me so deeply that
they speak to that mystery. They whisper
to me that [ don’t inhabit a meaningless
universe, that there is a spiritual reality
above and beyond the facts of the mate-
rial world. Consider the endless variety of
paintings in an art museum. An artist might
paint an apple, a battle scene, or the graceful
curve of a neck. The work might be loosely
painted or rendered with endless detail.
What is the common thread? Somehow
the artist has made loving contact with the
Truth out there, in reality. The artist has
forgotten himself in the revelation of that
thing. C.S. Lewis said: ‘But there must be
areal giving up of the self. You must throw
itaway ‘blindly’ so to speak...Even in
Literature and Art, no man who ever both-
ers about originality will ever be original:
whereas if you simply try to tell the truth
(without caring two-pence how often it has
been told before) you will, nine times out
of ten, become original without ever having
noticed it. The principle runs through all life
from top to bottom. Give up yourself and
you will find your true self. Lose your life
and you will save it.””

Luke Allsbrook received a BFA in
Painting from Indiana University (Bloom-
ington) and an MFA (cum laude) from The
New York Academy of Art. His work has
been exhibited in galleries and museums
throughout the US and is included in the
Forbes collection, Mercedes Benz, The US
Department of State, and in the collection of
His Royal Highness, The Prince of Wales.

Allsbrook served as official tour artist
for The Prince on his 2005 state tour of the
United States. The recipient of the Elizabeth
Greenshields Foundations Grant and two—
time Posey Scholar, he has taught drawing
and painting at the New York Academy of
Art, The Lyme Academy of Art, William
Paterson University, UNC-Asheville, and in
Italy with the University of Georgia Cortona
Program. He resides with his wife and four
children in the mountains of Western North
Carolina.

The exhibition features new paintings
by Mary Alayne Thomas, as she chronicles
“dreamy recollections” from recent travels.
Her colorful, multi-layered watercolor and
encaustic paintings will be accompanied by
guest ceramic artist, Kelly Lynn Daniels.

Originally from Sante Fe, NM, Thomas
currently lives in Portland, OR. These
beautiful surroundings have always fueled
her imagination. Fascinated with fairy tales,
she creates her own modern day versions,
capturing magical moments that we all ex-
perience, both real and imagined. After trav-
eling Thomas finds herself lost in dreamy
recollections of the things she has seen.

Thomas’ new paintings are illustrated
reflections of these daydreams - not tra-
ditional landscapes, but “inner-scapes”
tracking her thoughts and feelings. By using
a combination of portraiture and symbol-
ism she captures the impact her travels had
on her, while also exploring ecology and
humankind’s relationship with the natural
world. She hopes that viewers will be trans-
ported not necessarily to a specific place,
but will wander with her through an inner
landscape.

Works by Kelly Lynn Daniels

Thomas’ process begins with pencil
sketches that evolve into watercolor paint-
ings. These are then coated with a complex
layering of encaustic, and sometimes origi-
nal silkscreen images. The transparent waxy
surfaces add a sense of atmosphere and
mystery to her already ephemeral paintings.

In She Held the Glacier to Her Heart,
Thomas was inspired by her visit to a
glacial lagoon in Iceland, a fairly remote
area populated by Arctic fox and lupine.
Watching icebergs break free from the
glacier and float out to sea, she was “struck
by their dazzling blue”. She felt as if each
block of ice had its own personality, like
people or animals and couldn’t stop herself

before reaching down to lift an iceberg into
her arms, cradling it before sending it back
on its way.

Featured ceramic artist Kelly Lynn Dan-
iels explores the nature of intimacy by lay-
ering memories of the past with the present.
Inspired by architectural elements, flora and
fauna. Her work investigates relationships
and the passage of time through the layered
use of imagery, pattern and texture with the
intent to create a desire for one to pause and
linger on each piece, taking time to dis-
cover the subtle nuances that play upon the
surface and interact with the form.

Using both hand building and wheel
throwing techniques, Daniels uses personal
imagery to adorn her surfaces, including
patterns, flowers, birds, and insects. Depth
in the surface is achieved by layering masks
and stencils, as well as the application of
liquid clay slips. Additional texture is cre-
ated through fine line work that is carved
into the surface then inlaid and stained with
contrasting color.

A native of California, Daniels received a
Master of Fine Arts in ceramics at Univer-
sity of Massachusetts Dartmouth. She has
received a number of scholarships, fel-
lowships and assistantships for her stud-
ies which have included those at Penland
School of Crafts, Arrowmont School of Arts
and Crafts, Watershed Center for the Ce-
ramic Arts, and Haystack Mountain School
of Crafts. Most recently she was a Red Star
Foundation Artist in Residence at Belger
Crane Yard Studios in Kansas City, MO.

Rich in ideas, this work features multiple
surface layers, careful craftsmanship, con-
structed images that carve out, repair or even
subtract space. Many of the works compart-
mentalize their surface space or subtly reveal
what’s underneath. The formal concerns of
modernism are in play with stark abstraction
as well as figurative hints. There is time in this
work and a quest to be rooted in a particular
history. As a whole the show invites the viewer
to make connections between the various
paintings. This work is addressed to your open
eyes.

With over 40 years of exhibition experi-
ence, and numerous awards, Mark Flowers
continues to push his vision forward. Here he
continues his playful experiments in acrylic
surface and blurred imagery with emotional
new work that wrestles with masculinity in
our #metoo moment. The work hints at film
noir, expulsion, Chinese characters, and grass,
among other things! The combined sections of
each work create a deeper harmony.

New York City native, now Asheville based,

Nava Lubelski has had her work exhibited in
museums from Manhattan to Charlotte to San
Diego. She offers two brand new large scale
works combining painting, intricate stitching,

lace, vibrant color and stark borders. These
compelling pieces reflect an intense creating
process of accident, destruction and repair.

Established Asheville art figure, whose
work has been widely shown and collected,
and with 28 solo exhibitions under his belt,
Randy Shull, is currently exploring painted
imagery evoking the abstracted shapes of his
well-known furniture and painting combos.
These striking shapes on printed backgrounds
of Mexican murals were born in the Yucatan,
where Shull has maintained a painting studio
in the midst of a vibrant Mexican culture for
twelve years.

Local teacher and painter, Jeremy Phillips,
curates this show and contributes four new
larger paintings that continue and extend his
sgraffito infused “Interiors” series and a con-
solidation of the ideas that inform his painted
riffs on the Tower of Babel.

Unapologetically regional, this show high-
lights Asheville contemporary artists. Asheville
has long been known as a center for excellence
in clay, glass, fiber, jewelry and other crafts.

The
other half is grounded in the mid 20th century
years when modern American art was being
invented at Black Mountain College.

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exploring the woods behind his home, he
saw a mourning dove fall suddenly from the
sky and crash into the ground. Upon close
observation, he could see its heart pounding
and examine the pale rose color of its breast
and the gray and cream colors of its wings.
As he stood still and watched and waited,
the light faded and the woods went silent.
The bird did not move. Finally, he reached
down to pick it up, and the dove exploded
in a thunder of wings and vanished into the
night sky.

“That memory, the moment that bird
left me standing alone in those dark woods,
has stayed with me all my life - more than
stayed with me - it has haunted me and
has many times over the years entered my
dreams,” says Reagan. “I think of these
paintings as markers of memory and mourn-
ing for each individual bird, split second
moments of time, stopped forever on canvas
as these wondrous beings fall one by one to
earth and sea. Most show a trinity of bird,
sky, and earth or sea, but in some the bird is
falling through a vast emptiness of sky and
you can only sense the presence of earth or
sea somewhere far below.”

Reagan received a degree in art and
American literature and an MFA in painting
from the University of Arkansas. He served
in the US Navy during the Vietnam War and
later joined the Peace Corps where he met
his wife, Christine, a fellow Peace Corps
volunteer.

Aside from his paintings, Reagan has
established himself as one of America’s
leading mapmakers. He draws inspira-
tion from his large collection of old maps,
sea charts, and atlases, which he has spent
countless hours poring over. For the past
40 years he has created over 3,000 original
maps and illustrations for magazines and
books. As a freelance illustrator, he has
been employed by major publications such
as National Geographic, The New Yorker,
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Work by Michael Francis Reagan

Smithsonian magazine, Travel and Leisure,
and The New York Times.

Reagan’s bird paintings and environ-
mental maps continue to be commissioned
by Audubon, The Nature Conservancy,

The National Parks of America, and other
conservation organizations.

Established in 1992, Grovewood Gallery
is a nationally recognized gallery dedicated
to fine American art and craft.

The garden is one
source of inspiration when designing ves-
sels, other sources include Scandinavian
Mid-Century design, Ikebana arrange-
ments, and 12-15th century Persian and
East Asian ceramic forms.

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incorporate birds and animals and feature
handcrafted and painted frames unique to
each piece.

“Although
our styles are different, to me, we share the
love of painting and telling a story that will
make you smile.”

Cornbread painted all of his life, but
without the sense that his work was artistic.
“When he finally saw folk art,” Weiss says,
“he got up the courage to share his paint-
ings and was stunned when one sold. “Now,
one of the most recognizable and popular
self-taught artists working today, he is still
humbled by every sale and every compli-
ment.”

Weiss curated the first show of the two
artists’ works because she noticed how
compatible their pieces were in her gallery,
pairing on the walls to “create a pleasant
mood and flow.” Their subjects are similar,
she says. “They remind us why we love liv-
ing here - critters, flowers, stars - the simple,
beautiful things in life.”

Penland School of Craft in Penland,
NC, Features Two New Exhibitions

The new exhibition at the Penland
Gallery at the Penland School of Craft
in Penland, NC, has stories to tell. Titled
Personal / Universal: Narrative Work in
Craft, the show includes pieces by eleven
artists working in a variety of media who
have created images or objects that hint at
a story of some kind. The exhibition runs
through July 15,2018, with a reception
planned for June 2, from 4:30 to 6:30pm.

In a sense, this exhibition is posing a
question: how much does it take to make
a story? These pieces are primarily visual,
they don’t have sequences like a comic
book, and most of them do not contain
text. Yet they are filled with references
and possibilities that suggest something
that may have happened or may be about
to happen; they may nudge the viewer
toward a memory or experience of their
own. Gallery director Kathryn Gremley
says, “In this work, the artist provides the
narrative genesis, and the viewer com-
pletes the story.”

The exhibition includes work in
ceramic, glass, painting, collage, print-
making, metal, cast plaster, mixed-media,
and found objects. Among these pieces
is a work by sculptor David Chatt, titled
“1982,” which is an iconic boom box
cloaked in white beads that have been
painstakingly stitched together to form a
tight skin on the object. Corey Pember-
ton, who is currently a core fellowship
student at Penland School, is represented
by two wall pieces - each of them depict-
ing a young woman sitting in a room - that
combine painting with photographic im-
ages and collaged materials such as wood
veneer and wallpaper. Shawn Hibma-
Cronan has created a large wreath made
entirely of used, leather work gloves that
carry the patina of thousands of hours of
labor. Each piece pulls the viewer into a
different little world.

Running concurrently with this exhibi-
tion is a smaller show of ceramic work
by Jenny Mendes. This show will include
sculpture focused on animal and human
forms and highly-decorated functional
pieces. The Visitors Center Gallery has an

ongoing display of objects that illuminate
the history of Penland School, and the
Lucy Morgan Gallery presents a selection
of work by dozens of Penland-affiliated
artists. On display outside the Penland
Gallery are large sculptures in stone and
steel by Daniel T. Beck, Hoss Haley, and
Carl Peverall, plus a structure designed by
artist Meredith Brickell that invites visi-
tors to stop for a few minutes and observe
the clouds.

The Penland Gallery and Visitors Cen-
ter is located at Penland School of Crafts
on Conley Ridge Road, just off Penland
Road in Mitchell County (near the town of
Spruce Pine). It is the first building on the
right as you enter the Penland campus.

Penland School of Crafts is an interna-
tional center for craft education dedicated
to helping people live creative lives. Lo-
cated in Western North Carolina, Penland
offers workshops in books and paper, clay,
drawing and painting, glass, iron, metals,
printmaking and letterpress, photogra-
phy, textiles, and wood. The school also
sponsors artists’ residencies, an outreach
program, and a gallery and visitors center.
Penland is a nonprofit, tax-exempt institu-
tion which receives support from the
North Carolina Arts Council, an agency
funded by the State of North Carolina
and the National Endowment for the Arts,
which believes that a great nation deserves
great art.

HEATH SLANE: Images Along the
Continuum will be featured in the Main
Gallery. High Point native Heath Slane’s
love of photography began through a course
of study as a high school student at The
Madeira School in Washington, DC. She
continued to follow her passion at the In-
ternational Center of Photography (ICP) in
New York City, where she lived for almost
10 years. Focusing on capturing life in the
city through streetscapes, her work was sold
in a SOHO gallery. Initially working with
35mm, she eventually switched to medium
format. In 1992 she moved to Los Angeles
where she lived for 24 years and exhibited
her work in an exhibit at the Zipper Gallery.

While in NYC, Slane made annual
pilgrimages to New Mexico, where she
connected with its unique landscape and
through her lens captured the world of
Georgia O’Keefe. But it was while she
was in LA that Slane, along with her sister
Landon, turned her focus to jewelry, found-
ing Slane & Slane, a highly successful line
of jewelry which was often inspired by
architectural elements. Her love of pho-
tography and jewelry merged as she also
exhibited and sold her work in their stores

in New York and LA.

When travelling back to New York, Slane
began to capture various unique moldings
and building details though her photog-
raphy to use as inspiration for jewelry
design. This use of shapes and textures was
an “easy marriage” and found expression
in a distinctive look for the jewelry that

Slane. Her time spent in factories where the
jewelry was produced was reminiscent of
her childhood days where she spent time
in her father’s hosiery mill. This resonated
with Slane and led to a series of industrial
photographs from the factories.

In addition to images from NYC and

New Mexico, the exhibit will feature
photography from Africa, whose landscapes

shared many similarities with the American
Southwest. Also featured will be images
from New Orleans and her mother’s child-
hood farm in Pleasant Garden. Slane now
resides in Charleston, SC.

Anonymous Ancestors, an installation
will be featured in the Upstairs Gallery. To
stand within Columbia, SC, artist Susan
Lentz’s installation, Anonymous Ances-
tors, is to become immersed in the myriad
of family stories handed down through
generations. Each snapshot is a frozen mo-
ment on life’s timeline. Letters and words
clipped from vintage print material allow
one’s mind to wander, envisioning forgotten
friends, past holidays, ancient occasions,
former cars and hilarious fashion trends.
Yet, all the images are anonymous.

The photos come from yard sales,
auctions and thrift stores. Who are these
people? Who really knows? They are dis-
tant aunts and uncles, cousins, grandparents,
siblings and in-laws. They are society’s
family tree, our collective wall of ancestors.

Lowering the Tracks will be featured in
the Hallway Gallery. Before 1939, travel-
ing across High Point meant waiting for
stopped trains. Tracks crossing the major
north and south roads divided the city in
half as frequent trains loaded and unloaded.
In the late 1930s, the city seized the op-
portunity provided by the federal New Deal
funding to lower the track bed 35 feet below
street grade. Costing nearly $1.5 million
and taking over 10 years to complete, the
massive project changed the downtown
landscape and impacted High Point’s devel-
opment. This exhibit is in collaboration with
the High Point Museum.

The Annual Middle School Art Exhibi-
tion will be featured in the Kaleidoscope
Gallery with art work by many of the stu-
dents from our area middle schools.

UNC-Greensboro in Greensboro,
NC, Offers Works by Doug Aitken

UNC-Greensboro in Greensboro, NC,
will present Single-Channel Catalyst I11:
Doug Aitken’s migration (empire) and
Selections from the Collection, on view in
the Weatherspoon Art Museum, from June
9 through Sept. 30, 2018.

In his video migration (empire), Los
Angeles based artist Doug Aitken inter-
mixes footage of US industrial landscapes
with unexpected scenes of indigenous
wild animals confined in roadside motel
rooms normally reserved for wayfaring
people. Removed from their habitats but
drawing on their natural instincts, these
undomesticated animals interact alone or
in like pairs with the room’s furnishings,
spaces, and environs. Unsurprisingly, droll
incidents occur. A horse watches a herd
of wild horses running freely across the
landscape on a television; a beaver enjoys
a bathtub filled with water; an owl stares
transfixed as the feathers of a pillow rain
down upon it. Aitken links these assorted
vignettes together by repeating particular
imagery and motifs.

Throughout its 24 minutes, the video
considers the effects of America’s west-
ward expansion and its impact on the
landscape. The sterile habitat of the mo-
tels and the animals’ displacement from
their native environments underscore this

theme and serve as allegories to the lost
freedom of a bygone era and the complex-
ity of society today. Although no people
are seen, their presence is both implied
and felt. Televisions, coffee machines,
and lamps have been turned on, doors and
refrigerators opened, and bathtubs filled
for the animal occupants, who serve as our
pseudo-surrogates. The visual splendor of
these animals and the formal beauty of the
video as a whole are both mesmerizing
and affecting.

migration (empire) serves as the
catalyst for a concurrent exhibition of
artworks drawn from the museum’s col-
lection. Each object features elements
or images that likewise appear in some
form in Aitken’s video. The artworks are
presented without extended interpretative
labels so that visitors can experience their
maximum visual impact.

an Art History degree from Brown Uni-
versity in 1960, which included classes
at the acclaimed Rhode Island School of
Design.

The North Carolina Museum of

Vintage Photography Exhibition

The North Carolina Museum of His-
tory in Raleigh, NC, is presenting Look
Again: Discovering Historical Photos, on
view through Jan. 6,2019.

The exhibition features photos from
the museum’s own collection. Images in
the exhibit include portraits, scenes and
events from across the state and over the
decades, from the 1850s to the 1960s.

The “Great Snow of 1899,” Fayetteville Street,
Raleigh, Wake County, 1899. Itinerant photogra-
pher Edward MacFee took this photo less than
three blocks from where you are now stand-

ing. The scene is the 200 block of Fayetteville
Street, looking north toward the Capitol. He
captured Raleigh citizens digging out from the
“St. Valentine’s Blizzard,” which dropped 17.7
inches of snow between February 11 and 13, 1899.
Newspapers noted that it was the largest snowfall
since a reported 24 inches in 1857—before official
weather records were kept and before outdoor
photography was common.

The introduction of photography in the
mid-1800s forever changed the way we
record and remember our individual lives
- and our history. But, why look at old
photographs? To learn about the past? To
find parallels with the present? Decide for
yourself as you explore this new exhibi-
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Spectators viewing a dead sperm whale washe
ashore on Wrightsville Beach, New Hanover
County, 1928. Approximately 50,000 people from
six different states traveled to Wrightsville Beach
in April 1928 to get a first-hand look at “Trouble”
the whale. Numerous professional and amateur
photographers captured this unique moment,
recording both the whale and the throngs who
continued to gawk at it - despite a growing smell
of decay described as something akin to a “facto-
ry for unexpurgated skunks.” The state museum
claimed the 55-ton carcass, and its skeleton now
hangs in the North Carolina Museum of Natural
Sciences, just across the way from here.

Look Again: Discovering Historical
Photos employs large-scale reprints of
photographs from the museum’s collec-
tion. Divided into four thematic sections
- Telling Stories, Taking a Closer Look,
Remembering Faces, and Capturing Mo-
ments - the exhibit focuses on stories and
interesting details associated with each
individual photo.

The exhibit also contains a small case
that features examples of daguerreotypes,
ambrotypes, and tintypes - as well as more
recent images - to show the evolution of
photography over time.

Born in 1911, Manessier
moved to Paris in 1929 to study architecture at
the Ecole des Beaux Arts. He spent much of
his time copying the Louvre’s Rembrandts and
Tintorettos and finally made a decisive switch
to painting in 1938. Initially he followed the
Cubists, constructing latticed compositions that
incorporated the ordered structure of architec-
ture. His style changed, however, as Europe
inched closer to war. Manessier chose religious
subjects because they seemed as elusive and
vast as the natural world. Towards the end of
his life, he reflected on his 40 years of painting
spiritual themes, saying they “were at my fin-
gertips and at the same time, infinite.” Fourth-
Floor Gallery, Through Sept. 9 - "Wrestling
the Angel," an exhibition that examines how
religion and sacred art appear in work made

by seemingly secular, avant-garde artists. The
examples on view critically investigate the role
of religion and spirituality as both a social com-
ponent and as a visual language often implicitly
present in daily life, even if the image is not ex-
plicitly referencing the original religious source.
Ongoing - The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art
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is named after the family of Andreas Bechtler,
a Charlotte resident and native of Switzerland
who assembled and inherited a collection of
more than 1,400 artworks created by major
figures of 20th-century modernism and donated
it to the public trust.

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sent both the artist’s past and present. Far from
chaotic, viewing her work yields an unexpected
calm and sense of wonder. These images, like
most of her mixed-media collages, incorpo-
rate an array of patterns using found objects
that seem to float on planes of bright and

dark colors with each object holding a special
meaning to the artist — picture frames are about
capturing memories; buttons symbolize the
loss of her mother - a seamstress - and the
desire to remain connected; flowers represent
her grandmother and her aunt who were both
florists. In addition, these objects are also
subjective — leaving room for interpretation and
self-reflection by the viewer. Lillian Blades was
born in Nassau, Bahamas in 1973 and cur-
rently resides in Atlanta, GA. She completed a
BFA in Painting at the Savannah College of Art
and Design, Savannah Campus and a MFA in
Painting at Georgia State University. Through

from Derbyshire, Staffordshire, and Yorkshire.
Notable eighteenth-century porcelain factories
represented include Chelsea, Bow, and Vauxhall
in London, Longton Hall in Staffordshire, Worces-
ter, Bristol, and others. Individual works in the
collection are exceptional because of their rarity,
craftsmanship, provenance, or as representa-
tive examples of particular types or methods of
production or decoration.
