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them is far from simple. Each piece passes
through a labor intensive salt firing, and
then a second electric kiln firing, which
fastens ceramic decals of delicate plant
drawings or photographs into place, and
results in sepia-toned studies of seed pods
or leaves contrasted against a rich, salt-
glazed background.
