Shortly after, a satirical review
that mocked Claude Monet’s Impression, Sun-
rise gave the movement its name. Impression-
ism was the first bombshell launched against
academic tradition. The movement defined light
as color, becoming the first modern language of
paint.

The contribu-
tions of South Carolina artists to our culture are
as varied and rich as the stories of the artists
themselves.
