     The Charleston Artist Guild  in Charles-
ton, SC, will present Anchored in Charles-
ton, featuring works by Dorothy Allston 
Rogers, on view in the Guild Gallery, from 
Sept. 1 - 30, 2015.

Through her 40 years of being 
in the art world, Rogers has participated in 
many art workshops as a student, as well as 
an instructor in numerous drawing, acrylic, 
and watercolor classes. 
     Rogers is a sixth-generation Charles-
ton native, growing up the youngest of 10 
children in a farming family on property 
overlooking the Intra-Coastal Waterway just 

south of Charleston. Her formative years 
were in an environment of farming, crab-
bing, fishing, clam digging, gathering oys-
ters, casting for shrimp, and generally being 
outside. Rogers still enjoys these activities, 
and frequently sets up her easel alongside 
her fishing rod. She states, “I hope that my 
art blesses the viewer with fond memories 
of soaking in the lowcountry lifestyle.”
     Rogers and husband, Jerry, have been 
married for 34 years, and have three 
children. The artist’s work can be seen 
on Yonges Island at Capt. Jimmy Bell’s 
Restaurant, on Edisto at With These Hands 
Gallery and also at the Charleston Artist 
Guild Gallery on E. Bay Street in historic 
downtown Charleston.
