     McPhearson’s exhibition gives a voice 
to the women silenced by mental, physi-
cal, and emotional abuse and tells of their 
long recovery back to their faith. McP-
hearson, who has a personal relationship 
with these incredible women, expertly 
portrays their complex stories through 
her photography, painting, sculptures, and 
stained glass works.
