Glasscock says, “Since the age of 8, 1
have lived in rural settings. For the past
30 years or so I have lived on a farm in
Catawba, SC. This farm was built and
started in 1865 by the Glasscock family
and has been in the family ever since.
These rural settings have influenced my
art for many years.”

“The farm used to be a dairy farm and
now I operate it as a pine and horse farm,”
adds Glasscock. “My intent in my art is to
make visible that which might possibly go
unnoticed - how the light hits the grasses
at dawn, the skeletal shapes of winter
trees or the subtle colors of a black horse’s
coat in the light. These representational
works are a combination of plein air and
studio works done in oil, acrylic and pas-
tel that reflect the country life. The com-
positions are mainly of organic substance
with man made geometric objects limited
to a rural or rustic nature. This body of

work is my expression of gratitude to
my creator for the lifestyle I live and the
talents he has given me.”
