Over the past
two decades, Galanin has worked across media,
materials, and processes—engaging past, pres-
ent, and future—to expose widespread misap-
propriation and commoadification of Indigenous
visual culture, the impact of colonialism, intention-
ally obscured collective memory, and barriers to
education. His practice, encompassing sculpture,
installation, photography, video, performance,
printmaking, and textile-based works, unites tra-
ditional and contemporary processes and materi-
als to reclaim narrative and creative agency, and
contribute to the continuum of Tlingit art within an
ever-evolving contemporary Indigenous practice.
His exhibition at the Van Every/Smith Galleries,
"Dreaming in English", includes an installation of
the same title that speaks directly to the forced
removal and relocation of Indigenous children
from the reservation into residential “schools.”
