impacts and huge changes wreak havoc. Re-
move a key predator, and prey takes over; add 
another predator, and the first one declines. 
With the rise of globalization, human medi-
ated transfer mechanisms give rise to invasive 
species, overwhelming the delicate balance of 
aquatic ecosystems. These unintended eco-
logical interventions cause Trophic Cascades, 
revealing nature’s fragility. Invasion biology in 
marine environments is especially fraught. The 
eradication or management of invasive species 
on land, while economically and environmen-
tally challenging, is possible. The successful 
management of these species underwater is 
nearly impossible. This exhibition addresses 
the causes and impacts of marine bio-invaders 
on a global scale, conferring visibility to spe-
cies normally unseen. Gallery A and Petti/

ing Carbon: Kathleen Thum". "The exhibition, 
Considering Carbon, consists of a series of 
drawings and cut-paper wall installations which 
explore the theme of fossil fuels, specifically oil 
and coal. In the exhibition, I use different visual 
and conceptual approaches to examine the 
physical, material qualities of coal and oil, as I 
aim to heighten an awareness of our discon-
nection and dependence on fossil fuels. Oil and 
coal are an integral part of our contemporary 
existence, yet remain mysterious, unknown 
substances, contained and controlled by the 
industry," says Thum. "Large-scale wall instal-
lation artworks in the exhibition consider the 
infrastructure of the pipeline system through a 
visual language of abstraction to communicate 
the vastness of the petroleum infrastructure. 
In these large cut-paper pieces, I evoke the 
visceral, sensory quality of the petroleum land-
scape by using scale, texture, surface, color 
and the non-traditional presentation of drawings 
to engage the body of the viewer," adds Thum.

majority of his career in Italy, a high percentage 
of his artistic output was made for print publish-
ers in the northern European city of Antwerp. 
In addition to making designs for religious, 
historical, and allegorical scenes, Stradanus 
also made images of the hunt. With his long-time 
collaborator, the prolific print publisher Philips 
Galle (Dutch, 1537-1612), Stradanus created a 
series of 104 compositions illustrating the various 
hunting methods of specific animals, which were 
then published as engravings. This “Focus on the 
Peck Collection” installation presents one draw-
ing of a fox hunt from the Peck Collection and 
two engravings of boar hunts after Stradanus’s 
designs. The drawing, though not preparatory 
for the accompanying engravings, demonstrates 
how the artist’s distinctive and highly descrip-
tive compositions were translated by northern 
European engravers into extremely successful 
prints for the market. Through July 21 - "Pan-
theress," by Georgie Nakima. “Pantheress” is a 
site-specific installation by Charlotte, NC-based 
artist Georgie Nakima. Her vibrant and multi-
layered painting highlights the complexities of the 
Black American experience and the indomitable 
resilience of the Diaspora. Featuring spray paint 
on cut wood with custom-printed wallpaper, the 
central focus of this work challenges the conven-
tions of classical portraiture by leaning into the 
world of the abstract motifs and visual aphorisms 
that surround her subject. The title of the piece, 
Pantheress, is a tribute to the instrumental work 
of the women of the Black Panther movement. 
The work, featuring timeless geometric and 
natural forms, can be seen as both a product of 
this past and a harbinger for a hopeful future.
