For 
many artists throughout the exhibition - who origi-
nated or worked extensively in the region - the 
South represents a unique context for religious 
expression reflected by our racial, political, and 
economic structures. The exhibition leads with 
documentary photography that grounds its analy-
sis of Southern culture with actual people and 
circumstances throughout the region. Landscape 
photography illustrates the physical prominence 
of iconography and messaging embedded in the 
environment. Meanwhile, portraiture demon-
strates the social effect of adornment throughout 
different faiths, with examples of people using 
dress to signify their devotion or hierarchy.
