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York retired from Jennythreads and
shifted her creative focus to fine art full-
time shortly thereafter. Since then she has
been a Gibbes Museum of Art Visiting
Artist and has exhibited at the Gibbes
Museum (Charleston, SC), Artfields
(Lake City, SC), the Annual National
Outdoor Sculpture Competition & Exhi-
bition (North Charleston, SC), and the
Burroughs-Chapin Art Museum (Myrtle
Beach, SC).
