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Patricia Alexander, the collection has served as
a major anchor of the museum’s collection since

Wilson Collection" marries two entwined interests
by exhibiting a collection of women artists who
studied with the well-known artist Elliott Dainger-
field and later formed The Philadelphia Ten, a
leading group of women in American Art. Atwell
Gallery, Through Sept. 19 - "Drawn to Detail:
Metalsmiths of North Carolina," guest curated by
Adam Whitney. The exhibition explores a wide
range of metal art and design, from jewelry to
functional housewares and sculpture, both static
and kinetic. The metals used to create these
pieces are as diverse as the works themselves
and include precious gold and silver, ductile pew-
ter and copper, as well as steel and aluminum.

My technical approach is radically free-
wielding by traditional woodworking standards.

Situated
at the foot of the Mount of Olives in East Jeru-
salem, the Garden of Gethsemane is known to
many as the site where Jesus prayed the night
before his crucifixion. The oldest tree has been
carbon-dated to 1092, a date almost coinciden-
tal with the first of the Crusades. The persever-
ance of the olive trees in Gethsemane traces

a line through the centuries in concert with

the history of persistent efforts by geopolitical
powers to exert influence in the Middle East,
particularly in Jerusalem. The oldest trees are
a living and symbolic link to this distant past,
while the younger saplings bridge the present
moment with an unknowable future.

Through July 4 - "holding space for
nobility: a memorial for Breonna Taylor". Breonna
Taylor was fatally shot by officers of the Louis-
ville Metro Police Department after they forced
entry into her home on March 13, 2020. She was
twenty-six years old. In the months since her
death, her story has become a part of national
conversations about racial violence and an
impetus for activism against systemic injustices.
In this immersive commission, artist Shanequa
Gay (American, born 1977) transforms the mu-
seum’s mixed-use ART& room into an area that
can “hold space” for Taylor's memory. Through
acrylics and oils, Gay renders publicly shared
images of Taylor’s face from happy times in her
life as a reminder of her roles as daughter, niece,
friend, and, as Gay writes, “someone who was
loved and is worthy of justice and being seen.”
