The col-
lection will feature 10 helmets of salvation
displayed on gallery pedestals and three
armor busts hung on the wall made with
papier-méaché, all of which were constructed
using over 100 oyster shells collected from
marshes throughout Georgia and South
Carolina. Additionally, there will be five
oyster paintings and a collection of jewelry.
All oysters used were delicately selected
and composed carefully to honor the Ro-
man uniform and provide an analogy of the

spiritual battle gear during imprisonment by
the Roman army.

A native of Augusta, GA, Forbes
originally managed gallery operations and
hosted monthly showcases at Gaartdensity
Art Gallery in Augusta and purchased it in
2011. After selling the gallery, she moved
on to gain a diverse experience in photogra-
phy, graphic design and freelance work and
eventually attended The Savannah College
of Art and Design on a full tuition scholar-
ship, graduating Magna Cum Laude in
2019. She currently resides in Savannah.
