to its reputation for being an exceptionally “fun”
show for participants and spectators alike. A Hun-
dred Years of Horses commemorates this growth
and success through stories and objects illumi-
nating the history of BRCHS. Schaefer Gallery,
Through Aug. 6 - "Earth & Fowl: Chickens and
Other Poultry in Clay".
