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Mary Nichols offers a spinning demo during the 
43rd Annual Heritage Day at the Folk Art Center
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from the late 19th century to present. Beginning 
with a donation from Frances Goodrich in 1931, 
the Permanent Collection serves the Guild’s 
mission of craft conservation and education. This 
new installation will feature over 200 works that 
highlight our holdings in traditional art: wood-
carving, pottery, dolls, basketry, weavings and 
furniture. The subject of this ongoing exhibition 
is craft history – that of the Southern Highland 
Craft Guild and the Studio Craft Movement.
